Preface

These Philippine Bidding Documents (PBDs) for the procurement of Goods
through Competitive Bidding have been prepared by the Govemment of the Philippines
for use by any branch, constitutional commission or office, agency, department, bureau,
offrce, or instrumentality of the Govemment of the Philippines, National Govemment
Agencies, including Govemment-Owned and/or Controlled Corporations, Govemment
Financing Institutions, State Universities and Colleges, and Local Govemment Unit.
The procedures and practices presented in this document have been developed through
broad experience, and are for mandatory use in projects that are financed in whole or in
part by the Government of the Philippines or any foreign government/foreign or
intemational financing institution in accordance with the provisions of the 2016 revised
Implementing Rules and Regulations of Republic Act No. 9184.

The Bidding Documents shall clearly and adequately define, among others: (i)
the objectives, scope, and expected outputs and/or results of the proposed contract or
Framework Agreement, as the case may be; (ii) the eligibility requirements of Bidders;
(iii) the expected contract or Framework Agreement duration, the estimated quantity in
the case of procurement of goods, delivery schedule and/or time frame; and (iv) the

obligations, duties, and/or functions of the winning bidder.

Care should be taken to check the relevance of the provisions ofthe PBDs against

the requirements of the specific Goods to be procured. If duplication of a subject is

inevitable in other sections of the document prepared by the Procuring Entity, care must

be exercised to avoid contradictions between clauses dealing with the same matter.

Moreover, each section is prepared with notes intended only as information for
the Procuring Entity or the person drafting the Bidding Documents. They shall not be

included in the final documents. The following general directions should be observed

when using the documents:

a. All the documents listed in the Table of Contents are normally required

for the procurement of Goods. However, they should be adapted as

necessary to the circumstances of the particular Procurement Project.

Specific details, such as the "name of the Procuring Entity" and "address

for bid submission," should be fumished in the Instructions to Bidders,

Bid Data Sheet, and Special Conditions of Contract. The final documents

should contain neither blank spaces nor options.

This Preface and the footnotes or notes in italics included in the Invitation
to Bid, Bid Data Sheet, General Conditions of Contract, Special

Conditions of Contract, Schedule of Requirements, and Specifications are

not part of the text of the final document, although they contain

instructions that the Procuring Entity should strictly follow'

The cover should be modified as required to identifu the Bidding
Documents as to the Procurement Project, Project Identification Number,

and Procuring Entity, in addition to the date of issue.

b
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e Modifications for specific Procurement Project details should be provided
in the Special Conditions of Contract as amendments to the Conditions of
Contract. For easy completion, whenever reference has to be made to
specific clauses in the Bid Data Sheet or Special Conditions of Contract,
these terms shall be printed in bold typeface on Sections I (Instructions to
Bidders) and III (General Conditions of Contract), respectively.

For guidelines on the use of Bidding Forms and the procurement of
Foreign-Assisted Projects, these will be covered by a separate issuance of
the Government Procurement Policv Board.

Bidder - Refers to a contractor, manufacturer, supplier, distributor and/or consultant who
submits a bid in response to the requirements of the Bidding Documents. (2016 revised IRR,

Bidding Documents - The documents issued by the Procuring Entity as the bases for bids,

fumishing all information necess y for a prospective bidder to prepare a bid for the Goods,

Infrastructure Projects, and/or Consulting Services required by the Procuring Entity. (2016

revised IRR, Section 5[e])

BIR - Bureau of Intemal Revenue.

BSP - Bangko Sentral ng Pilipinas.

Consulting Services - Refer to services for Infrastructure Projects and other types ofprojects
or activities of the GOP requiring adequate extemal technical and professional expertise that

are beyond the capability and/or capacity of the GOP to undertake such as, but not limited to:

(i) advisory and review services; (ii) pre-investment or feasibility studies; (iii) design; (iv)
construction supervision; (v) management and related services; and (vi) other technical services

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Section I. Invitation to Bid

Notes on the Invitation to Bid

The Invitation to Bid (IB) provides information that enables potential Bidders to decide
whether to participate in the procurement at hand. The IB shall be posted in accordance with
Section 21.2 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184.

Apart from the essential items listed in the Bidding Documents, the IB should also indicate
the following:

a. The date of availability of the Bidding Documents, which shall be from the time the

IB is first advertised/posted until the deadline for the submission and receipt ofbids;

b. The place where the Bidding Documents may be acquired or the website where it
may be downloaded;

c. The deadline for the submission and receipt ofbids; and

d. Any important bid evaluation criteria (e.g, the application ofa margin of preference

in bid evaluation).

The IB should be incorporated in the Bidding Documents. The information contained in the

IB must conform to the Bidding Documents and in particular to the relevant information in

the Bid Data Sheet.

Notes on the Instructions to Bidders

This Section on the Instruction to Bidders (lTB) provides the information necessary for
bidders to prepare responsive bids, in accordance with the requirements of the Procuring
Entity. It also provides information on bid submission, eligibility check, opening and

evaluation of bids, post-qualification, and on the award of contract.

The Procurement Project (referred to herein as "Project") is composed of (52) itgns,
the details of which are described in Section VII (Technical Specifications).

2. Funding Information

3. BiddingRequirements

The Bidding for the Project shall be govemed by all the provisions ofRA No. 9184 and

its 2016 revised IRR, including its Generic Procurement Manuals and associated

policies, rules and regulations as the primary source thereof, while the herein clauses

shall serve as the secondary source thereof.

Any amendments made to the IRR and other GPPB issuances shall be applicable only

to the ongoing posting, advertisement, or Ip by the BAC through the issuance of a
supplemental or bid bulletin.

The Bidder, by the act of submiuing its Bid, shall be deemed to have verified and

accepted the general requirements ofthis Project, including other factors that may affect

the cost, duration and execution or implementation ofthe contract' project, or work and

examine all instructions, forms, terms, and project requirements in the Bidding

Documents.

Corrupt, Fraudulent, Collusive, and Coercive Practices

The Procuring Entity, as well as the Bidders and Suppliers, shall observe the highest

standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of the contract. They or

through an agent shall not engage in comrpt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive, and

obstructive prictices defined under Annex "l" of the 2016 revised IRR ofRA No. 9184

or other integrity violations in competing for the Project.

The Bidder may subcontract portions ofthe Project to the extent allowed by the

Procuring Entity as stated herein, but in no case more than twenty p ercent (20yo)

of the Project.

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8. Pre-Bid Conference

The Procuring Entity will hold a pre-bid conference for this Project on the specified
date and time and either at its physical address and/or through videoconferencing as

indicated in paragraph 6 of the IB.

9. Clarification and Amendment of Bidding Documents

Prospective bidders may request for clarification on and/or interpretation ofany part of
the Bidding Documents. Such requests must be in writing and received by the
Procuring Entity, either at its given address or through electronic mail indicated in the
IB, at least ten (10) calendar days before the deadline set for the submission and receipt
of Bids.

10. Documents comprising the Bid: Eligibility and Technical Components

10.1. The first envelope shall contain the eligibility and technical documents of the
Bid as specified in Section VIII (Checklist of Technical and Financial
Documents).

10.2. The Bidder's SLCC as indicated in ITB Clause 5.3 should have been completed
within the last three (3) years pior to the deadline for the submission and receipt
ofbids.

10.3. If the eligibility requirements or statements, the bids, and all other documents
for submission to the BAC are in foreign language other than English, it must

be accompanied by a translation in English, which shall be authenticated by the

appropriate Philippine foreign service establishment, post, or the equivalent
office having jurisdiction over the foreign bidder's affairs in the Philippines.

Similar to the required authentication above, for Contracting Parties to the

Apostille Convention, only the translated documents shall be authenticated
through an Apostille pursuant to GPPB Resolution No. 13-2019 dated 23 May
2019. The English translation shall govem, for purposes of interpretation ofthe
bid.

11. Documents comprising the Bid: Financial Component

11.1. The second bid envelope shall contain the financial documents for the Bid as

specified in Section VIII (Checklist ofTechnical and Financial Documents).

11.2. If the Bidder claims preference as a Domestic Bidder or Domestic Entity, a

certification issued by DTI shall be provided by the Bidder in accordance with
Section 43.1.3 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184.

11.3. Any bid exceeding the ABC indicated in paragraph 1 of the IB shall not be

accepted.

I 1.4. For Foreign-funded Procurement, a ceiling may be applied to bid prices

12. Bid Prices

registered in any eligible country. Similarly, the Bidder may

obtain insurance services from any eligible source country.

The price of other (incidental) services, if any, as listed in Section
VII (Technical Specifications).

13. Bid and Payment Currencies

13.1. For Goods that the Bidder will supply from outside the Philippines, the bid
prices may be quoted in the local currency or tradeable currency accepted by the

BSP at the discretion ofthe Bidder. However, for purposes of bid evaluation,

Bids denominated in foreign currencies, shall be converted to Philippine
currency based on the exchange rate as published in the BSP reference rate

bulletin on the day ofthe bid opening.

14.1. The Bidder shall submit a Bid Securing Declarationr or any form of Bid Security

in the amount indicated in the BDS, which shall be not less than the percentage

of the ABC in accordance with the schedule in the BDS.

14.2. The Bid and bid security rz no case shall exceed One Hundred Twenty (120)

calendar days from the date of opening ol bids, unless duly extended by the

bidder upon the rcquest of the Head of the Procuring Enltty (HoPE) of the

Quezon City Local Governmenl. Any Bid not accompanied by an acceptable

bid security shall be rejected by the Procuring Entity as non-responsive.

r In the case of Framework Agreement, the undertaking shall refer to entering into contract with the Procuring Entity and

fumishing of the performance iccurity or the performance securing declaration within ten ( l0) calendar days from receipt of

Notice to Execute Framework Agreement.

15. Sealing and Marking of Bids

Each Bidder shall submit one copy ofthe hrst and second components of its Bid.

The Procuring Entity may request additional hard copies and/or electronic copies ofthe
Bid. However, failure of the Bidders to comply with the said request shall not be a
ground for disqualifi cation.

Ifthe Procuring Entity allows the submission ofbids through online submission or any

other electronic means, the Bidder shall submit an electronic copy of its Bid, which
must be digitally signed. An electronic copy that carmot be opened or is comrpted shall
be considered non-responsive and, thus, automatically disqualified.

16. Deadline for Submission of Bids

16.1. The Bidders shall submit on the specified date and time through manual
submission as indicated in paragraph 7 of the IB'

17. Opening and Preliminary Examination of Bids

17 .1. The BAC shall open the Bids in public at the time, on the date, and at the place

specified in paragraph 9 ofthe IB. The Bidders' representatives who are present

shall sign a register evidencing their attendance. In case videoconferencing,

webcasting or other similar technologies will be used, attendance ofparticipants
shall likewise be recorded by the BAC Secretariat'

In case the Bids cannot be opened as scheduled due to justifiable reasons, the

rescheduling requirements under Section 29 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No.

9184 shall prevail.

17.2. The preliminary examination of bids shall be govemed by Section 30 of the

2016 revised IRR ofRA No. 9184.

18. Domestic Preference

18.1. The Procuring Entity will gant a margin of preference for the purpose of
comparison of Bids in accordance with Section 43.1'2 ofthe 2016 revised IRR

ofRA No. 9184.

19. Detailed Evaluation and Comparison of Bids

I 9. 1 . The Procuring BAC shall immediately conduct a detailed evaluation of all Bids

rated "passed," using non-discretionary pass/fail criteria' The BAC shall

consider the conditions in the evaluation of Bids under Section 32.2 0f the 2016

revised IRR of RA No. 9184.

19.2 If the Project allows partial bids, bidders may submit a proposal on any ofthe
lots or items, and evaluation will be undertaken on a per lot or item basis, as the

case maybe. In this case, the Bid Security as required by ITB Clause l5 shall be

submitted for each lot or item separately.

The descriptions ofthe lots or items shall be indicated in section YII (Technical

Specifications), although the ABCs of these lots or items are indicated in the

BbS for purposes of the NFCC computation pursuant to Section 23.4'2'6 of the

2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184. The NFCC must be sufficient for the total

of the ABCs for all the lots or items participated in by the prospective Bidder'

Section III. Bid Dutu Sheet

Notes on the Bid Data Sheet

The Bid Data Sheet (BDS) consists of provisions that supplement, amend, or specify in
detail, information, or requirements included in the ITB found in Section II, which are

specific to each procurement.

This Section is intended to assist the Procuring Entity in providing the specific information
in relation to corresponding clauses in the ITB and has to be prepared for each specific
procurement.

The Procuring Entity should speciff in the BDS information and requirements specific to
the circumstances of the Procuring Entity, the processing of the procurement, and the bid

evaluation criteria that will apply to the Bids. In preparing the BDS, the following aspects

should be checked:

Notes on the General Conditions of Contract

The General Conditions of Contract (GCC) in this Section, read in conjunction with the

In the context of Competitive Bidding, the specifications (e.g production/delivery schedule,
manpower requirements, and after-sales service/parts, descriptions ofthe lots or items) must
be prepared to permit the widest possible competition and, at the same time, present a clear
statement of the required standards of workmanship, materials, and performance of the
goods and services to be procured. Only if this is done will the objectives of transparency,
equity, efficiency, faimess, and economy in procurement be realized, responsiveness ofbids
be ensured, and the subsequent task of bid evaluation and post-qualification facilitated. The
specifications should require that all items, materials and accessories to be included or
incorporated in the goods be new, unused, and ofthe most recent or current models, and that
they include or incorporate all recent improvements in design and materials unless otherwise
provided in the Contract.

Samples of specifications from previous similar procurements are useful in this respect. The
use of metric units is encouraged. Depending on the complexity of the goods and the

repetitiveness ofthe type of procurement, it may be advantageous to standardize the General

Technical Specifications and incorporate them in a separate subsection. The General

Technical Specifications should cover all classes of workmanship, materials, and equipment

commonly involved in manufacturing similar goods. Deletions or addenda should then

adapt the General Technical Specifications to the particular procurement.

Care must be taken in drafting specifications to ensure that they are not restrictive. In the

specification of standards for equipment, materials, and workmanship, recognized Philippine
and intemational standards should be used as much as possible. Where other particular

standards are used, whether national standards or other standards, the specifications should

state that equipment, materials, and workmanship that meet other authoritative standards,

and which ensure at least a substantially equal quality than the standards mentioned, will
also be acceptable. The following clause may be inserted in the Special Conditions of
Contract or the Technical Specifications.

Sample Clause: Equivalency of Standards and Codes

Wherever reference is made in the Technical Specifications to specific standards and codes

to be met by the goods and materials to be fumished or tested, the provisions of the latest

edition or revision of the relevant standards and codes shall apply, unless otherwise

expressly stated in the Contract. Where such standards and codes are national or relate to a

particular country or region, other authoritative standards that ensure substantial equivalence

to the standards and codes specified will be acceptable.

Reference to brand name and catalogue number should be avoided as far as possible; where

unavoidable they should always be followed by the words "or at leasl equivalent;'

References to brand names cannot be used when the funding source is the GOP.

Where appropriate, drawings, including site plans as required, may be fumished by the

Procuring Entity with the Bidding Documents. Similarly, the Supplier may be requested to

provide &awings or samples either with its Bid or for prior review by the Procuring Entity

during contract execution.

Bidders are also required, as part ofthe technical specifications, to complete their statement
